HOMESTAY (fully catered) 

Living with a host in Hamilton.  Minimum placements are 4 weeks, can be extended; a 2-week notice period applies to move out.  For more info, click here.

LINEN & BEDDING

• Purchase a linen pack - $175 (includes pillow/pillowcase, sheet set, blanket, duvet, face cloth, bath and hand towel, bathmat) 

AIRPORT TRANSFERS 

A shuttle from the Airport to accommodation in Hamilton can be arranged.  This must be pre-booked.  

• Cost for standard shared shuttle:  $140 per person.

• Luggage:  The shuttle charge includes 2 pieces of luggage + 1 piece of hand luggage.  Any additional pieces of luggage incur a $10 charge per piece 
& must be prebooked with the shuttle. 

• Late arrivals and/or urgent changes:  Late night shuttles (after 9pm) are limited and cannot be guaranteed.  If flights are delayed or plans 
change, then Wintec | Te Pūkenga may organise alternative transport for me and that this may incur an additional cost of up to $300. These prices 
and times are subject to change. 

For students travelling with additional family members (i.e. children, partners or parents) or if you want an exclusive shuttle, please contact us.
